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HOW TO INSTALL AN “F” CONNECTOR

Cut outer jacket and expose
braid and center conductor
as shown.
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Sometimes it is necessary to taper
the end of the black outer jacket to
get the connector started. A pen

/ knife works fine.
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Screw the “F” connector on until the white inner
insulation on the center conductor passes the steel
inner ring by about 1/16". The arrow illustrates the
approximate location.
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
